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Cotton Face Scrubbies 

I Love This Cotton yarn in white 

Size H/5mm hook 

Scrubby is about 4 1/2-inches in diameter 

Stitches used (US terms) 

Chain - ch 

Single crochet - sc 

Half double crochet - hdc 

Double crochet - dc 

Slip stitch – ss 

 



Pattern: 

Make a magic ring.  

Round 1:Ch 2. Dc 12 in ring. Join with ss to 1st dc. Pull ring closed. (12 stitches) 

Round 2:Ch 2. 2 dc in same stitch as ss and in each stitch around. Join with ss to 1st dc. (24 
stitches) 

Round 3:Ch 2. 2 dc in same stitch as ss, 1 dc in next stitch. *2 dc in next stitch, 1 dc in next* 
Repeat from *to* around. Join with ss to 1st dc. (36 stitches) Fasten off and weave in ends. 

Make another scrubby but DO NOT FASTEN OFF AT THE END OF ROUND 3. 

Round 4:With wrong sides facing, make 1 ss to join the 2 scrubbies together. Ch 1. Sc in same 
stitch, going through both layers. Sc in each stitch around, going through both layers. Join with 
ss to 1st sc. (36 stitches) 

Round 5:Ch 2. Hdc in same stitch as ss and in next stitch. 2 hdc in next. *1 hdc in each of next 
2 stitches, 2 dc in next stitch* Repeat from * to * around and join with ss to 1st hdc. (48 
stitches) 

Fasten off and weave in ends.
